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BANKRUPTCY LAWS MAY CHANGE
IN THE NEAR FUTURE

In the past month, consumer groups called for Con-
gress to enact bankruptcy law reform to save the
homes of borrowers drowning in the rising tide of sub-
prime mortgage foreclosures.

More than two million households in the sub-prime
market have already either lost their homes to foreclosure
or hold sub-prime mortgages that are likely to fail in coming
years, according to the National Association of Consumer
Bankruptcy Attorneys, the Consumer Federation of America
and the Center for Responsible Lending. The groups want a
revision of the federal bankruptcy code to eliminate or limit
the provisions that exclude home loans from bankruptcy
protection.

For most of these families, bankruptcy is the only
viable option to save their home. This current exclusion is
contrary to sound policy, and operates to disadvantage low
to middle-income borrowers as compared to debtors who
have enough wealth to own more than one home.

Of particular concern are "exploding" adjustable
rate mortgages, so called because they start with relatively
low payments that can then rise to unaffordable levels.
Allen Fishbein, director of Housing and Credit Policy at the
Consumer Federation of America, said modifying the
bankruptcy laws to enable the write-down of "certain toxic
mortgages" would provide "a critical lifeline for these at-risk
families to hang on to their homes."

The "only chance" many of the sub-prime borrow-
ers have is declaring bankruptcy, yet low-income borrowers
face "often insurmountable" hurdles, the consumer groups
said. "The purpose of bankruptcy is to give troubled fami-
lies a chance for a fresh start. Today we have an epidemic
of homeowners who are in serious financial trouble, and
whose houses are worth less than the balance owed on
their loans because of the irresponsible lending practices of
sub-prime lenders. To make matters worse, bankruptcy
laws will actually prevent these families from recovering."

e End the bankruptcy code's special treatment of home mortgages.
"In order to address problems resulting from the code's disempower-
ment of bankruptcy judges to modify home mortgage debt, Congress should eliminate the exception, putting home mort-
gage loans in parity with other secured debt."

e Remove time-consuming credit counseling requirements. "As a result of the 2005 amendments [to the bankruptcy
code], an individual cannot even meet the definition of a 'debtor' (and so cannot file for bankruptcy) without first receiving
credit counseling from an approved credit-counseling agency. Requirements like these cost precious time, which a
borrower facing foreclosure cannot afford to lose."

e Create a minimum homestead exemption for the elderly. "These debtors cannot save their homes by refinancing be-
cause they cannot afford the monthly payments that would be required, and cannot file Chapter 13 cases to save their
homes because current law would require paying the value of their nonexempt equity to unsecured creditors."

More financially stretched borrowers are realizing even declaring bankruptcy can't save their homes from foreclosure.
Take, for example, Bernice and Harlan King in Cleveland. The couple, saddled with about $30,000 in credit-card and other
debts and behind on their $1,650 monthly mortgage payments, filed Chapter 13 late last year to prevent their mortgage lender
from repossessing their house. Their hope was to work out a plan to catch up with the mortgage payments and repay other
bills over three to five years. Now they are giving up, and their house is heading for foreclosure. "It's just too much trying to
catch up," said Ms. King, 48 years old, a court stenographer. The Kings and people like them present a worrisome trend for
investors in mortgage-backed bonds already spooked by soaring delinquencies and defaults on home loans to people with the
weakest credit. According to a study released in March by Credit Suisse Group, more sub-prime borrowers are turning to
bankruptcy court to hold off foreclosure, as softening housing prices make it harder for them to sell their homes to repay debts.

At the same time, the study shows, the number of borrowers who are actually able to bring current their mortgage payments
through bankruptcy is declining, and more filers are ultimately turning their homes over to the lenders. The finding means
investors in high-yielding mortgage-backed securities should expect higher losses on the underlying collateral. At least part of
the blame, says the report, lies with a bankruptcy law passed in 2005. The law raised the bar for people to qualify for Chapter 7
"fresh start" bankruptcy proceedings. Chapter 7 can enable individual filers to wipe away debts such as credit card and medical
bills so they can continue to make their mortgage payments. With access limited, more sub-prime borrowers are forced into
Chapter 13, where some can't maintain their payment schedules for more than a couple of months. The Kings, for example,
had thought about filing Chapter 7, but made too much money to pass the new bankruptcy law's means test, said Mr. King, an
airline baggage handler. "It's become harder to file for Chapter 7 to release debt burdens," said Jay Guo , a director in Credit
Suisse's asset-backed securities research group in New York and the lead author of the study. "Going forward," he added,
"delinquent loans are more likely to go into foreclosure directly rather than into bankruptcy,” resulting in higher losses for
mortgage-bond investors. First American CorelLogic, a provider of real-estate information, expects to see 1.1 million foreclo-
sures nationwide over the next six to seven years as a result of jumps in monthly payments on adjustable-rate mortgages
made from 2004 through 2006. Banks argue they try to help delinquent borrowers avoid foreclosures. The Mortgage Bankers
Association estimates that three out of four borrowers who enter the foreclosure process find a way out that doesn't involve re-
possessing and selling the home. Alternatives include paying off the arrears through an agreed-upon payment plan or selling a
home to avoid foreclosure and protect credit ratings. Often when these options fail, declaring bankruptcy is the last resort. But
many borrowers complain that lenders and loan servicer's sometimes stop helping them after they file Chapter 13 for fear of
appearing to be trying to collect, which is barred under the bankruptcy law. (continued on page 4)

Spokesman Stephen Dupont at the lender, Homecomings Financial, part of GMAC Financial Services, declined to comment
on specific customers. "We will always work directly with our customers to try to resolve issues when they arise," he said.

Employers offer housing in Florida

Despite the real-estate slowdown, homes in Florida are still too pricey for some, spurring large employers like the Uni-
versity of Miami and Baptist Health South Florida to get into the housing market, according to a Sun-Sentinel article.
The situation is especially dire in South Florida, where the median price of a single-family house -- approximately
$380,000 -- is at least seven times greater than the median household income in Broward, Palm Beach and Miami-
Dade counties, the newspaper says. Baptist Health South Florida, which is having difficulty recruiting nurses and other
personnel because of the high cost of living, is looking into providing affordable rental housing for its employees, and
the University of Miami is building more than 1,100 homes -- the bulk of which will be offered for sale at "attractive"
prices -- for its staff, the article says.

Action sought to protect delinquent borrowers

As more homeowners risk losing their homes to foreclosure, Massachusetts Secretary of State William F. Galvin is pro-
posing emergency legislation to require court permission before mortgage lenders can seize borrower's homes, ac-
cording to an article by the Boston Globe. Such legislation would give homeowners a chance to dispute foreclosure
proceedings in court, the newspaper says. Massachusetts is among 20 states in the U.S. that don't require lenders to
seek court approval before seeking foreclosure, the Globe says. According to the paper, foreclosure notices numbered
at approximately 20,000 in the state in 20086, the article says. Mr. Gavin also supports other proposed legislation that
would spell out disclosure requirements for lenders and provide financial aid to individuals in foreclosure, the newspa-
per says.

Home prices/sales fall in California

In Orange County, Calif., both home sales and the median price have dropped, the Orange County Register reports.
Sales and prices were measured for the 22 business days ending March 9, the article says. Overall in the county, sales
fell by 18.8%, while the median price decreased 0.8%, the newspaper says. The article includes a sortable chart that
allows a look at the data by community, zip code, median price, change in median price, number of sales and change
in the number of sales. Newport Beach saw the biggest decline in median price -- 44.2% to $910,000 -- while the Dana
Point neighborhood saw only one sale, a percentage drop of 90% in home sales, the article says.

Property tax relief in Michigan

A bill passed by the House of Representatives in Michigan but awaiting Senate approval would allow state home buy-
ers to pay property taxes at the previous owner's level and avoid the "pop-up" tax, which typically raises a home-
owner's tax bill and is based on a reassessment of the home's value per current market value, the Detroit Free Press
says. If passed, the new law would be in force for 18 months and would be retroactive to March 1 for home buyers who
recently purchased a home in the state, the newspaper says. While supporters of the plan say it could boost Michigan's
sagging real-estate market, others say that it would unfairly penalize home builders and sellers who haven't owned
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worked on by realtors would match a house's taxable value at the time
of sale to the average taxable value of similar homes nearby, the article
says.

Mortgage trouble in Colorado
In 2006, Colorado homeowners who fell into foreclosure typically owned
their houses for less then three years, according to a report by Rocky
Mountain News. That estimation is based upon a sample of 374 loans,

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The Florida Land Trust

The Florida Land Trust is an amazing device, which offers numerous benefits to property owners. The two
reasons it is not used by every investor are that few know much about it and those who know about it do
not know where to obtain trust services at a reasonable cost.

Trusts in general go back many hundreds of years and today they offer even more benefits than they did
when they were invented. The Florida land trust is a statutory form of the "lllinois-type" land trust which has
been used for over a hundred years.

The most important benefits of the land trust are privacy and avoidance of probate. With a land trust, no
one needs to know what real estate you own either during your life nor at your death, and by avoiding pro-
bate you avoid thousands of dollars in attorney fees and months delay in distribution of your property to
your heirs.

Over twenty other benefits of using a land trust are listed in the book, Land Trusts in Florida, which you
should read if you are planning to use a land trust. Some of the most popular benefits are, keeping the
sales price secret, keeping liens and judgments off the property, avoiding a spouse's forced share, and
avoiding litigation.

The beneficiary of your trust can be you individually, a corporation, a limited liability company, a partner-
ship or any other legal entity. If you are the beneficiary individually, you can name any other person or en-
tity to immediately become successor beneficiary upon your death. If your company is the beneficiary, you
can name a successor in your company papers.

Besides a beneficiary, you can have a director. For example, you can set up a trust in which your children
are the beneficiaries (paying the taxes on income) but you are the director. As director you would make all
the decisions regarding the property. If you loan someone money you can have them put their property in a
land trust and make you the director. Then you could control the property until you were paid in full.

Advantages of Land Trusts

e Privacy. By using a land trust no one knows you own a property. No one knows how much a person
has in the bank or what stocks or bonds you own; why should all your real property be public record?
There is no public record of the properties you own in land trusts. This means creditors, ex-spouses,
tax authorities, lawyers and others do not know you own the property and will be less likely to be able
seize it.

o Keep purchase price secret. By using a land trust you can keep your purchase price of the property
secret.

o Keep sale price secret. By using a land trust you can keep your sale price of the property secret.

o Keep change of ownership private. When you sell a property in a land trust, you can sell the benefi-
cial interest of the trust, rather than conveying by deed. This way no one knows the property has been
sold.

o Lower property taxes. Many property tax offices raise assessments when a property is sold. Since a
sale of the property can be kept secret and even when deeded the sales price can be kept secret,
these cannot be used by the tax offices to raise taxes.

¢ Avoiding liens. Liens, judgments and other claims against you or your partners are not liens agalnst

the property. This means you can buy and sell properties, even if you have judgments = . ..ic0usine

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Avoiding probate. WWhen you die you can have your trust property instantly go to whomever you name in
your land trust. No probate, no delay, no lawyers.

Avoiding lawsuits. Lawyers are eager to sue people who own lots of property. If it doesn't look like you
own much property it is less likely someone will sue you. Or if they do sue you there is a better chance
they will accept settlement with your insurance company than go after property they don't know you own.

Ease of control. When you have several partners owning a property, a land trust can allow you to man-
age it more easily.

Ease of management. When you are dealing with tenants, you can position yourself as merely an agent
of the trust. This allows you to sympathize with their problems while insisting that they comply with the
lease.

Ease of negotiation. When buying or selling property for a land trust you can set strict rules for the trust
and then present yourself to the buyer or seller as the good guy, wanting to make the deal, but limited by
the trust.

Improved financial statement. \When you have mortgages in your own name the amount of debt goes
on your financial statement and if you have a high debt ratio you may look like a bad credit risk. When a
property is in trust the mortgage can be in the name of the trust alone and you can list only your equity on
your financial statement.

Saving on title insurance. If you sell the beneficial interest in a land trust, rather than deed the property,
you do not need to get new title insurance.

Ease of transferability of interests. With a land trust you can transfer fractional interests in a property
with a quick signature, rather than needing a notarized deed.

Simplification of making gifts. Interests in land trusts can be made as gifts to family members to take
advantage of the gift tax exclusions.

Limiting liability. By having a land trust sign notes and mortgages you can limit your liability for a default
judgment if there ever is a foreclosure.

Avoiding partition. When a property is in a land trust a disgruntled partner or heir of a partner can't force
the property to be sold.

Ease of foreclosure. \When you sell the beneficial interest it is possible to take it back more easily then if
you sold the land and took back a mortgage.

Safer Lease/Options. Unlike a regular lease/option where a tenant can get a vested right to the property,
a lease option through a land trust can be structured to keep the option from vesting until the tenant has
built up substantial equity.

Avoiding personal problems of beneficiaries. When an investment is structured in a land trust you
don't have to worry about the spouse of a divorcing partner changing the deal.

Avoiding real estate brokerage laws. Since a beneficial interest in a land trust is personal property, you
could perform brokerage services for it without violating the real estate brokerage laws.

Avoiding seasoning problems. Some lenders won't loan on a property if it has not been owned a certain
length of time, such as six months or a year. When a property is in a land trust it can be sold several times
but the ownership on the public records remains the same alleviating any seasoning issue.

Loaning money. If you wish to loan money to someone, one form of security you can have is to have
them deed it to a land trust and make you the director. That way you would have control of the property
until you were paid.
